VI.  COURSE PROCEDURES
A.  The students are required to have a working knowledge and an understanding of the material studied in medical terminology.  Knowledge and understanding will be evaluated by exams, quizzes, and the final examination.

B.  Students will be assigned a grade based on these examinations.  Absence without a good reason (determined by the instructor) from an examination will result in the lowering of the make‑up exam grade by 10 points the first time, 20 points the second time, etc. Make up exams are likely to be essay exams.  Exams can be reviewed for a one week time period following the grading and/or return of each.

C.  Class participation will contribute to the final grade.  Points will be given based upon the student's perceived interest, questions and answers to the teacher‑directed questions.  These are bonus points.

VII.  POLICY STATEMENTS
A. Absence from exams or laboratories must be excused through the professor or Academic Dean.  
It is the student's responsibility to initiate contact to arrange for a time for making up exams.  
There is no make-up for quizzes.  Scheduled laboratory exams cannot be missed.
